Students are able to embed,
summarize, and paraphrase information and knowledge
extracted from academic literature into their own
cohesive and coherent texts, and in the process respect
the intellectual property of others.

Students understand the specificities of the genres of
academic texts and oral presentations, including specific
academic vocabulary. Students’ writing and
presentation skills involve the use of digital and printed
language resources. The course enables students to
further develop their receptive and productive language
skills, as well as those syntactical elements and
academic vocabulary that are typical of academic texts
and oral presentations in the field of governance and
economics of the public sector. Students further
develop their skills for lifelong language learning, and
maintain a positive attitude to speakers of other
languages and to other cultures.

Students will be able to use the English language for the
reading, reception, and production of academic texts in
a written and spoken form in the field of governance
and economics of the public sector. The English
language will thus become an efficient tool in the
process of searching for relevant information, critical
evaluation of literature, and theory-based presentation
of their own findings and opinions in a written and
spoken form that is typical of their academic
community.

During seminars, students will be assisted by a
mentor and will select, define and analyse, either
individually or in smaller groups, a specific
procedural institution in a given country, or a
specific case from case law, and present it to other
students.

In addition to attending lectures and seminars,
students will prepare a research paper intended to
compare and analyse either individual institutions
or the entire regulation of general or specific
administrative procedures in selected
supra/national legal systems (with particular
emphasis on comparison with Slovenia). They will
be required to prepare an analysis of the state of
affairs (problem), develop hypotheses, present the
possible solutions, select and explain the most
favourable solution, and draw up a plan to solve the
problem with emphasis on an overall analysis of the
effects and consequences of the selected project or
initiative. They will strictly consider the research
approaches and methods of administrative law.
They will present their findings in the form of a
written scientific paper and offer them for review
to the course coordinator and colleagues at lectures
or for a publication.

Assessment:

Participation at lectures and seminars and
active contribution to the seminar will be
evaluated with up to 50 percentage points,
whereby the positively evaluated research
paper or scientific contribution should comprise
an independent analysis of the legal regulation
in Slovenia and one foreign country or selected
institute in the EU, RoS and at elast two
countries, of at least 5,000 words and
methodologically comply with criteria for an
original, review or short scientific paper; the
seminar has to be presented as well.

The written essay exam will be evaluated with
the remaining percentage points. In a case of
submitting the seminar to peer reviewed
scientific journal or scientific conference, the
exam is acknowledged with maximum points
after receiving confirmation of admission to
publication or publication itself.

They will learn to
understand and upgrade their theoretical knowledge of
administration, with emphasis on the status and
functional definition of public administration bodies.
Students will gain the capacity of reflective research in
interdisciplinary sciences and comparative law.

The course combines the basic elements of
administrative law and public administration, with due
consideration of its close relatedness with other
administrative courses. Students’ work is largely
