Content (Syllabus outline):

The content depends on the chosen topic of the
master thesis. The content of diploma thesis is
proposed by mentor. Students choose mentor of

their choice, based on given topics by lecturers of

different subjects from the study.

The readings are chosen according to the topic of the thesis.



Cilji in kompetence:

Cilji:

* uporaba in obvladovanje razli¢nih teoretskih
konceptov in metodoloskih pristopov pri
ukvarjanju z izbrano problematiko; sposobnost
kriticnega pretehtavanja argumentov za in proti
uporabi dolocenega koncepta, teorije ali
empiricnega pristopa;

*  kriticna analiza uporabljenih primarnih virov in
strokovne literature;

* obvladovanje raziskovalnih metod, znanstvenega
aparata ter sposobnost sinteze raziskovalnih
rezultatov in spoznanj.

Predvideni Studijski rezultati:

Znanje in razumevanje:

Poznavanje vseh pomembnejsih teorij in
metodoloskih pristopov. Razumevanje osnovnih
razlik med metodologijami in njihove »uporabnosti«
na danih primerih, razumevanje klju¢nih nacel
znanstveno-raziskovalnega dela.

Uporaba

Uporaba posameznih metodoloskih pristopov na
analizi izbranega primera (problema) in uporaba
znanstveno-raziskovalnih metod dela.

Refleksija

Studenti in $tudentke so sposobni na osnovi
poznavanja metodologij znanstveno-raziskovalnega
dela reflektirati svoje delo v SirSem druzbenem
kontekstu.

Prenosljive spretnosti

Studenti in $tudentke se pri tem delu usposobijo za
samostojno iskanje in obdelavo virov in literature,
znajo obdelati in vrednotiti empiri¢ne podatke,
obvladajo razli¢ne teoretske pristope k resevanju
problema, sposobni so kriticne analize in razmisljanja,
znajo v praksi uporabiti razlicne metode znanstveno-
raziskovalnega dela.

Individualno znanstveno-raziskovalno (empiri¢no ali
teoretsko delo); konzultacije z mentorjem.

Objectives and competences:

Objectives:

To pursue a competent, autonomous scholarly
theoretical or research work, whereby the student
proves to be capable of a thorough and in-depth
analysis of the chosen topic. The student is capable of
proving or refuting his/her argument, masters the use
of primary sources and scholarly literature and is able
to support his/her argument.

Competencies:

Topic-related specific competences:

competent use of different theoretical concepts and
methodological approaches in dealings with a specific
issue;

capacity to critically ponder pros and cons in the
argumentation of a specific concept, theory, or
empirical approach;

a critical use of primary and secondary sources;
mastering of research methods, and proficiency in
scholarly writing;

synthesis of research results and findings.

Intended learning outcomes:

Knowledge and understanding:

Knowledge of the existing theories and
methodological approaches; understanding of the
differences between these methodologies and their
application to a specific issue, understanding of key
principles of scholarly work.

Use in practice:

Practical use of individual methodological approaches
in analysis of the chosen topic/issue and the use of
scholarly methods.

Reflection

Based on the knowledge of scholatly procedures the
student is capable of contextualization of his/her
argument within the framework of a wider context.

Generic practical use

Student can work on sources, evaluate empirical data,
master different theoretical approaches, is capable of
critical analysis, can apply different methods of
research to everyday practice.

Learning and teaching methods:
Individual scholatly work (practical and/or
theoretical); individual consultations with mentor.
